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Delta Lake Youth Camp Policies
for Adventure Camp

General
Youth Camp policies are intended to reflect the policies of the overall Delta Lake Bible Conference Center program as established by The Northeastern District of The Christian and Missionary Alliance.

Camper Safety*
1.
All injuries or illnesses must be reported to the group leader at once.

2.
All medications must be turned over to the Camp Nurse upon arrival and registration.

3.
Feet are to be covered at all times.

4.
Swimming is allowed only during scheduled times with lifeguard supervision and only in the designated areas. 

5.
Campers may not leave the group for any purpose without the program leader’s knowledge and permission.

6.
Each person riding in a vehicle for a camp sponsored event must wear a seatbelt.

7.
It is expected that all campers who are transported by Delta Lake will obey their driver, remain seated, and follow any additional guidelines their leader gives them.

Camper Life*
1.
Delta Lake Youth Camps assume no responsibility for loss of or damage to any personal property.

2.
Any Camper found using or possessing alcohol, tobacco, or any illegal drugs will be sent home immediately.

3.
The following items are not to be in a camper’s possession: radio or walkman, CD player, stereo, beepers, cellular phone, hand-held video games, portable computer, knives, firearms, matches, lighters, or fireworks.
4.
Modest clothing must be worn at camp. If in doubt, check with your counselor. Immodest bathing suits are not permitted for either gender and two piece bathing suits for women are not permitted.

5.
Attendance at services, classes and activities is expected.

6.
Campers are not permitted in the specific areas designated for housing members of the opposite sex at any time, i.e., girls’ tent area/boys’ tent area.

7.
All camp property must be treated with respect. Willful destruction of camp property will require restitution.

8.
Campers are requested not to call home during the week. It is a distraction from the opportunity to make friends at camp and participate in camp programs. In the case of home sickness it usually exacerbates the problem. Campers experiencing any problems may talk to their counselor or group leader if desired. At any point, these adults may assist in contacting the parents when necessary.

Camper Mail

Campers will not be able to receive mail during the week since they are out of the campgrounds. If a camper needs to be reached, parents should call the director at Delta who will be able to contact the group.

*If at any time a camper significantly disrupts camp group-life through violation of these rules or the spirit they project, the program leader reserves the right to remove that person from the program in consultation with the Conference Center Executive Director.
