DIRECTIONS

From the West: Use NYS Thruway (Route go)
East to Exit 33. After passing through the toll
booth, turn right on Route 365 East. Go
approximately 9 miles and turn left onto Rt. 26
North into Rome. (See below)

From the East: Use NYS Thruway (Route g0)
West to Exit 32. After passing through the

toll booth make a right turn and then another
right turn onto 233 North to Rome. Follow Rt.
233 North approximately 9 miles and you will
come to a traffic signal just before an overpass.
Continue straight under overpass and make

a left at the yellow blinking light, following
signs that say “Downtown Rome.” Keep right
to Downtown Rome following Route 26N. (See
below)

Having crossed the barge canal bear right
following 26 North. Fort Stanwix will be on
your left. Proceed through 4 traffic lights and
Route 26 will take a left turn. Continue on Rt.
26 N approximately 6 miles until you see the
Rome Community Theater on your left (still

on Rt. 26) The Delta Lake Bible Conference
Center road entrance is immediately across the
street from the Theater. Turn right and proceed
straight ahead to the Delta Center Building and
Main Lodge.
